Guidelines for Filming and Photography Rights

Third-Party Rights

The rights (copyright and other proprietary rights, especially photographic and film rights) to many of the individual objects are held by third parties. The Deutsche Kinemathek - Museum für Film und Fernsehen is exempt from these rights for use in its museum. However, any individual who photographs or films in the exhibition is required to clarify these rights him/herself.

Objects / Film Material

As a rule, individual objects in the permanent collection of the Deutsche Kinemathek - Museum für Film und Fernsehen may not be filmed or photographed out of context; the exhibition setting and atmosphere must be apparent in all cases. This is particularly true for film material (monitors and projections).

Marlene Dietrich Collection

The home movies in the Marlene Dietrich Collection may only be filmed by appointment and within an exhibition context. Contact: Silke Ronneburg (Tel.: +49 (0)30 – 300 903 639).

Lighting / Flash

As a rule, no additional illumination (spotlights, flash) may be used without prior consultation.

This is particularly true for vintage prints and costumes in the Marlene Dietrich Collection.

Credits / Copies

Photographs taken and films made in the exhibition may only be used within the context of reporting about the Deutsche Kinemathek - Museum für Film und Fernsehen. The museum must always be credited as follows:

Special Exhibitions

Film material of current special exhibitions may only be used / aired during an exhibition (+ 10 days before or after its duration). A contextual relationship to the exhibition must be apparent.

Two complimentary copies (photographic reproductions, prints or VHS cassettes) must be submitted to the Deutsche Kinemathek - Museum für Film und Fernsehen.

If these guidelines are ignored the Deutsche Kinemathek may take recourse to legal action.
